The teams entering the top 25 this week include
Augustana, who comes in at No. 21 on the strength of its
8-1 start; Pace enters at No. 23 on its 9-0 start and is
nationally ranked for the first time since the final poll of the
1998-99 season; and St. Thomas Aquinas rejoins the top
25 at No. 24.

For the second straight week, the Great Lakes Valley
Conference and Lone Star Conference have three
representatives apiece in the poll. The GLVC has No. 2
Bellarmine, No. 15 Indianapolis and No. 16 Southern
Indiana, while the LSC’s teams are No. 3 West Texas
A&M, No. 12 St. Edward’s and No. 13 Dallas Baptist.

A total of 16 of the 23 NCAA Division Il conferences have
representatives in this week’s top 25, with six of them
having multiple entries. Two matchups of top 25 teams
are on tap for this week: No. 3 West Texas A&M plays at
No. 12 St. Edward’s in a rematch of last year's South
Central Regional final on Thursday, followed by a Sunday
matchup between No. 8 Daemen and No. 24 St. Thomas
Aguinas.
