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KANSAS CITY, Mo. — On the eve of the release of the
first NCAA Division |l regional rankings, Northwest
Missouri State continues to hold onto the top spot in
the NABC/Division Il men’s basketball rankings.

The Bearcats posted home wins over Central
Missouri and Southwest Baptist last week — and wiill
play those same two teams in the coming week in the
return matches — to stay atop the poll for the third
week in a row. The list below Northwest saw a slight
bit of shuffling due to No. 2 West Liberty’s overtime
loss Saturday to Charleston.

As a result, the teams that held the next five spots last
week all moved up one position, led by Indiana (Pa.).
Nova Southeastern rose up to third, West Texas A&M
to fourth, St. Edward’s to fifth and USC Aiken to sixth
before West Liberty appears at No. 7.

The next four teams — Findlay, Bellarmine, Queens
(N.C.) and Colorado School of Mines — all held their
spots, while losses last week by No. 12 Point Loma
and No. 13 Morehouse brought several teams up two
spots in the rankings.

Saint Martin’s leads that group at No. 12, followed by
Daemen, Lynn, Southern Nazarene and Davenport.
Point Loma bounced back from its loss to Hawai'i Hilo
to knock off then-No. 22 Chaminade Saturday to
come in at No. 17, with Ashland, Virginia State and
Saint Anselm rounding out the top 20.

The last five teams in this week’s poll are Morehouse,
Valdosta State, Florida Southern, Lewis and
Northwest Nazarene. Valdosta State and Northwest
Nazarene return to the rankings after falling out earlier
this season, while Lewis is making its first appearance
of the season in the top 25.

The NCAA will release its first regional rankings of the
season on Wednesday afternoon.
