The top four spots remain intact in the latest NABC/Division Il national poll, with Washburn leading the way for the fourth consecutive
week after picking up a pair of road wins last week. The Ichabods are among four remaining undefeated teams in NCAA Division Il
along with second-ranked Daemen, No. 4 Anderson and No. 7 Cal State East Bay.

Nova Southeastern fell in between Daemen and Anderson in the third slot in the rankings this week, while Lubbock Christian moved up
to fifth on the eve of a showdown Thursday with No. 16 West Texas A&M. Losses by three teams in last week’s top 10, however,
allowed three new teams to join those ranks in No. 8 Michigan Tech, No. 9 West Alabama and No. 10 North Georgia.

Only two new teams came into the rankings this week, as Fairmont State’s win Saturday over then-No. 13 West Liberty brought the

Falcons back into the top 25 this week at No. 23. The other is a surging DBU team, who was ranked in the pre-season but fell out after
three early losses. The Patriots have won 11 straight games and 13 of 14 since the early three-game skid to enter the poll at No. 25.
