
  
 
For the second consecutive week, the top-ranked team in the NABC/Division II rankings suffered a loss to move a new team atop the 
poll, as Minnesota State moves to the top position in the new poll.  The Mavericks are ranked first for the second time in program 
history, as they led the poll on Feb. 1, 2005 and took over the top spot from Northern Sun Intercollegiate Conference foe MSU 
Moorhead, who dropped a two-point decision to Sioux Falls to leave the Mavericks as the last undefeated team in NCAA Division II 
after Benedict also lost for the first time on Saturday. 
 
West Texas A&M moved up to second, Saint Martin’s to third and DBU to fourth, while MSU Moorhead slipped down to fifth in the new 
poll.  North Georgia rose to sixth and Nova Southeastern, who was ranked third last week, dropped four spots to seventh as the result 
of a loss at Florida Tech on Saturday.  Minot State joins the NCAA Division II rankings for the first time ever and three others – USC 
Aiken, Post and Missouri Western – all returned after being in the rankings earlier in the year.
