
  
 
The top two teams from the NABC/Division II pre-season rankings remain in those positions in the first regular season poll of the 2025-
26 season, but losses by several teams ranked below those two have created a significant shuffling in the new rankings. 
 
Nova Southeastern was an unanimous selection at the top of the poll and Washburn stayed at No. 2, but the first change came at No. 3 
as Daemen moved up to that position and Point Loma moved ahead to No. 4.  The biggest jump in the rankings came next as Lubbock 
Christian parlayed a 6-0 start with all six wins coming within Division II to jump from No. 25 to No. 5. 
 
Missouri S&T heads up the second half of the top 10 at No. 6, followed by Southern Nazarene, Alabama Huntsville, Gannon and 
Fairmont State.  North Georgia checked in at No. 11 as the highest ranked of 11 teams that were not among the top 25 in the pre-
season poll. 
 
A total of 18 conferences had representation in the first regular season rankings, including four from the Lone Star Conference as St. 
Mary’s, St. Edward’s and West Texas A&M were ranked 13th, 14th and 15th, respectively.
